Throughout the morning, pupils will be led by Academy Young Leaders,
alongside members of the PE Department, in a variety of activities. These will include the
Batak light reaction Board, climbing wall, Concept 2 rowing machines, radar speed gun to
measure how fast they can kick or throw a ball, dance mats, tug of war, Crazy Catch,
wheelchair basketball, New Age Curling and many more. The Young Leaders will award
stamps in recognition of demonstrating the Olympic and Paralympic values.

We will also offer the opportunity for your top three swimmers to receive coaching from our
resident Olympian, Tracey Sime (nee Atkin), who teaches swimming at the Academy and
reached the Individual Medley final in Seoul, 1988.
