We will be unable to lend copies of texts to
students in September. Those in receipt of Pupil Premium have had the text purchased for them.

Please do not be tempted to purchase study guides. We want the students to fully engage with the texts rather
than relying on these. Teachers will be able to recommend the best on line revision resources when revision
becomes necessary in 2021.
